How to Write Your Press Releases 
Press releases are one of the most effective ways to reach out to the media. Inform them of your brand, your events and activities, and share links to the website and social media channels.

Key Components of a Press Release

· The second paragraph ( Further argument_________________________________)
· Quotes from church leaders ( ______________________________________)
· The third paragraph ( Wrap it up)
· The boiler plate ( About the company and contact details)

1. How To Write The Title
The title should include the brand name and program identity. You should try your best to make the headline as catchy as possible so as to effectively generate curiosity and lead to more interest.

2. The First Paragraph
The first paragraph includes the 5 Ws of a press release. WHEN the (event/activity___________________) takes effect, WHY, WHO, WHERE the (event/activity___________________) takes effect, and WHAT.

3. The Second Paragraph
The second paragraph gives you more room to further explain the (event/activity___________________). 

4. Quotes From Church Leaders
Consider up to two quotes. The quotes should explain the motivation behind the (event/activity___________________). Clear communication is essential, and this provides a good opportunity for the leadership of the organization to affirm their commitment to both church staff/volunteers and the public.

5. Wrap It Up
The last paragraph before the boilerplate gives you yet another chance to make a statement and pass across your message. You may choose to give a brief history of same events/activities made by the church in the past and future plans. 

6. The Boilderplate
The boilerplate is the last part in any press release. It primarily stands as the “About Us” of the press release. Use the same boilerplates for all press releases,
