JustHope “Truck of Hope” Giving Opportunity 

Following Jesus' example of love and justice, we seek to transform lives - including our 
own - through compassionate response, caring relationships, advocacy, and active 
service. Until we can return on a service trip to Nicaragua, Federated wants to continue 
our partnership with JustHope Inc from home. The Mission & Service Commission is 
participating in JustHope’s $31,000 Truck of Hope initiative, hoping to raise 
$16,000 of their goal here at Federated. Their community truck has broken down 
beyond repair, leaving the people of Chacraseca without transportation for essential 
functions that so many of us take for granted, like:  

• Transporting COVID patients and pregnant women to the hospital, 

• Maintaining the water system, 

• Helping with emergency needs during disasters, and 

• Delivering program supplies to local schools.
